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Announcing New Winter Office Location for Year Round Staffing
Dream of Wild Health farm opens an urban office location for winter months and year round staffing to allow for continuous planning, program continuation and an urban presence.
Hugo, Minn. –  Dream of Wild Health, an organic farm specializing in traditional American Indian agriculture, youth programs,  and improving health in the urban Native community is pleased to announce the opening of a winter office location in Minneapolis, Minn. While best known for its 10-acre farm in Hugo, opening the new office gives Board and staff a central meeting place, as well as a place to provide educational programs right in the heart of the Minneapolis Native community. The new office opened in November, using the quiet holiday months to setup, and is now fully operational. 
Diane Wilson, Executive Director of Dream of Wild Health, made this strategic decision for the organization as a way to continue to grow and develop relationships with partners in and outside of the Native community. As Diane says, “Yes, we still have the farm in Hugo, Minn. and we will continue to operate all of our summer programs at the farm. We opened the office in Minneapolis to provide a meeting space, a home for staff, and a place to keep working after the harvest season ended. It is my hope that the Minneapolis office location will provide a year-round administrative center for Dream of Wild Health.”

Staff at the new winter office space are currently busy with the year-round Youth Leader Health Advocacy project, a program that is supported with funding from the Eliminating Health Disparities Initiative sponsored by the MN Department of Health, as well as an Indigenous Food System planning project supported by Blue Cross Blue Shield Foundation. Within the next few months, staff will be preparing for the upcoming youth garden programs at the farm, including Garden Warriors and Cora’s Kids.
